Of course the book will only be compelling if you 

agree that the contemporary church, as we know 

it, needs to be transformed.  If you doubt this is the 

case, a glance at the membership and attendance 

statistics for the PC (USA) over the past 10-15 years 

should go a long way toward changing your mind.  

Our denomination, as a whole, is in decline!  This 

book explains why.
