FROM THIS DAY FORTH:  FOURTH OF JULY 1776 

        "... with firm reliance on the protection of 

divine Providence, we mutually pledge to each 

other our Lives, our Fortunes and our Sacred 

Honor." 

        With those stirring words, near Biblical in 

nature, with qualities absent in later, especially 

current political discourse, a new nation was born, 

one envisioned in which "all men are created 

equal... endowed with certain unalienable Rights, 

that among them are Life, Liberty and the Pursuit 

of Happiness." 

        Thus did the envoys of thirteen colonies on the 

edge of a vast unexplored continent declared 

themselves free of their far-distant Great 

Britain overlords. 

        1776 is a magic date in American history and 

mythology, the time of a formalization of thirteen 

independent colonies with a combined population, 

remarkably, of approximately 2,500,000!  About 

85% of the white population was of English, Irish, 

Welsh and Scottish descent, with 9% of German 

origin and 4% Dutch. Included in the population 

count: approximately 450,000 African slaves!   

(Note: in 1690, a group of African slaves arrived in 

Jamestown.) 

         As brilliant, courageous, resourceful and 

defiant as the Declaration signers were, could they in 

their wildest dreams have envisioned that their 

fledging commonwealth would evolve into a most 

powerful nation of 310,000,000 citizens--- they linked 

to the Great Immigration with representation of 

forbearers rooted in races and cultures of every 

continent: Europe, Eurasia, Africa, North 

America, South America, Asia, Australia, Antarctica? 

Then too, based in the Constitutional declaration of 

Separation of Church and State, the citizenry would 

be represented by all religions known to mankind. 

        Inconceivably too to the Founding Fathers was 

such nation-building as the Western Movement, the 

Louisiana Purchase, Gold Rush, Panama Canal, the 

purchase of Alaska: and such geographic features of 

the nation: Mississippi River the Rockies, Sierra 

Nevada Range, the great prairie, vast deserts of the 

West, forests of the Northwest: the expanse from sea 

to shining sea-- all overlooked by thousands of church 

steeples throughout the land. And such technical and 

geographic advances as transcontinental railroads and 

highways, communication: telegraph, telephone, 

radio, television, motion pictures, cell phones, 

computers, aircraft,  space vehicles,  moon landings, 

medical advances.... And such terms reflecting 

cultures: pizza, tacos, sushi, curries, Big Macs, Coca 

Cola, bagels....
